Assessment in early education is a cycle. Teachers at FCS first assess
children between July and October, gather data through work sam-
ples, photos, and written observations of each child’s accomplish-
ments related to specific measures of development that track school
readiness. The first assessment provides baseline information that
directs the teacher’s curriculum.

The growth assessment is the second assessment in the school year.
The data collected between October and February is used to complete
the tool, and provides parents and teachers with each child’s growth
since the first assessment. This assessment is used to develop goals be-
tween March and the end of the school year, and is one tool that is
used to make determinations for “successful completion” of FCS Pre-
school for all of our Transitional Kindergarten and Kindergarten eligible
students who plan on continuing to FCS next school year.
