Teachers will have 30 minute blocks of time to sign-up for your 

parent conference on October 26 and 27.  Parent Conferences are 

provided to review your child’s current levels of development at 

school, review your child’s portfolio of data collection used to rate 

the assessment, discuss home and school connections, develop indi-

vidual child goals, and review child and classroom current topics.  

We encourage every family to sign-up for a conference.  This is a 

strength based conference, and a unique opportunity for teachers 

and parents to share in the children’s successes.  Note:  Any devel-

opmental or behavioral concerns are addressed in individually 

scheduled meetings with the teacher and Director.
